My name is Tanya Gupta, and I am a fourth-year law student at Amity University, Jaipur, 
Rajasthan. I have always been passionate about helping society, so when I had the opportunity to 
participate in the Department of Justice's Pro Bono Scheme through my college’s Pro Bono 
Club, I eagerly joined. As part of the PB Club at Amity University Rajasthan, our mission is to 
facilitate access to justice by organizing legal aid camps in villages and guiding individuals 
through the entire process. Along with this, we also conduct various events related to the same.

We conducted numerous village visits near Jaipur; however, I want to share a story about our 
visit to Ramgarh. Our objective in visiting Ramgarh was clear: to educate villagers about their 
rights and responsibilities, promote the use of the Nyaya Bandhu application, and highlight the 
availability of legal consultancy through Tele Law. The campaign, guided by Prof. (Dr.) Saroj 
Bohra, executed by Mr. Shubham Shukla, aimed to bring justice closer to the community and 
empower citizens with legal knowledge.
As Pro Bono Associates, including myself, we conducted door-to-door visits along with the 
camp, providing information on the Nyaya Bandhu application and the Pro Bono Scheme. Our 
goal was to bring justice closer to the community and empower citizens with legal knowledge.
Our work in Ramgarh involved engaging with the villagers on both a personal and communal 
level. During our visit, we shared information about the Nyaya Bandhu application and how it 
could provide them with access to free legal aid. We also explained the various Pro Bono 
Schemes available to them.
We educated the villagers about their fundamental rights enshrined in the Indian Constitution, 
such as Article 14, which ensures equality before the law; Article 15, which prohibits 
discrimination on grounds of religion, race, caste, sex, or place of birth; and Article 21, which 
guarantees the right to life and personal liberty. We also emphasized Article 39A, which 
mandates the state to provide free legal aid to ensure that opportunities for securing justice are 
not denied to any citizen due to economic or other disabilities.
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
